Introduction

Education is a cornerstone of a well-functioning society, serving as a multifaceted process of
learning and socialization (Rocha et al., 2023). This system is perpetually evolving, adapting to
emerging knowledge and the diverse needs of society. The digital revolution has significantly
accelerated this evolution, providing a variety of tools that transform traditional teaching and
learning methodologies (Chen, 2024). Furthermore, the interplay of social, economic, and
political conditions, coupled with globalization, is creating new challenges and opportunities
for education (Brooks, 2021; Schofer et al., 2021).

In response to emerging challenges, education systems are conducting a thorough
reassessment of their processes to improve access and enhance the overall effectiveness of
higher education. The objective is to thoughtfully incorporate new insights, ensuring that
educational frameworks in each country can adapt effectively to evolving contexts. These
changes offer a significant opportunity for positive advancements within the educational
landscape. Consequently, it is essential to research how shifts in social conditions and needs
are influencing educational systems. Such studies are fundamental to understanding and
adapting to the continuous evolution of the educational environment.

This publication serves as a significant contribution from the Scientific Support Department of
the Hellenic Independent Authority National Exams Organization (N.E.O.). It outlines a
guestionnaire designed to evaluate access to higher education, aligning with a noteworthy
milestone for the N.E.O. as it commemorates a decade of operation from 2014 to 2024.

Throughout this ten-year period, the N.E.O. has engaged in a series of comprehensive
comparative studies. These studies, organized into three distinct research cycles, examine
various dimensions of higher education access.

A. European and international examination systems: A focal point of the N.E.O.'s research
cycles has been the exploration and mapping of higher education admission systems at both
European and international levels (Lampos et al., 2016a; 2016c; Papamentzelopoulos,
Papageorgiou & Fragkoulia, 2021).

B. Greek Examination System: This section features a thorough mapping and analysis of all
reforms in Greece implemented since 1964, the year national examinations for university
admission were first introduced (Papamentzelopoulos & Papageorgiou, 2021;
Papamentzelopoulos et al., 2024). It also describes the broad legal framework that regulates
admissions to higher education institutions (Lambos et al., 2016b; Papamentzelopoulos et al.,
2021).

C. A Comprehensive Perspective on the Panhellenic Examinations System: The introduction of
the digital repository, referred to as the N.E.O.’s Archive, has profoundly enhanced the
subjects associated with the Panhellenic Examinations (national examinations for university
admission) for both General and Vocational Lyceums (upper secondary educational
institutions). This innovative resource, accessible from any device with an internet connection,
marks a significant advancement for students and educators alike, facilitating a deeper
engagement with the material. N.E.O.’s Archive is not merely a tool; it serves as a catalyst for
meaningful change and progress within the education sector.



The design of the questionnaire is part of the initial research cycle initiated by the N.E.O., and
a sequel of the Authority’s first study (Lampos et al., 2016a). This initiative aims to collect
updated and comprehensive information from the member countries of the European
Commission's Eurydice Network on Education Systems and Policies. The objectives are
twofold: first, to explore how high school graduates or individuals with equivalent
qualifications can access public higher education in their country of residence; and second, to
examine the processes involved in gaining admission to Higher Education Institutions (H.E.l.s).

Structure and Methodology of Questionnaire Design

Questionnaire Structure

This questionnaire serves as a comprehensive tool for data collection, aimed at gathering
detailed information regarding pathways to higher education within European examination
systems. It begins with introductory instructions, followed by the main content segmented
into Part A and Part B.

The development of this questionnaire has been guided by insights from the European
Commission's Eurydice Network, along with evaluations conducted by the OECD from 2020 to
2024, including N.E.O.’s studies.

The questionnaire comprises a series of questions presented in both open-ended and closed-
ended formats, analyzed across two distinct parts. Part A is essential for the completion of
Part B, as it enables representatives from each country to identify the type of access to higher
education. Subsequently, in Part B, representatives will complete questions pertinent to the
type of access selected in Part A. The following options are available:

- Type |: Access by means of upper secondary school leaving certificate,
- Type Il: Access by means of examination,

- Type IlI: Free access,

- Type IV: Mixed system

Conducting Focus Groups

Focus groups were utilized as a methodologically approach to investigating the issues. This
technique is particularly beneficial as it enables participants to better understand the subjects
they are discussing (Cheng et al., 2021).

Prior to and during the design of the questionnaire, focus groups were convened to gather
comprehensive insights into the transition from secondary to higher education and the access
to higher education. The participants represented a diverse range of social, economic, and
intellectual backgrounds.

A total of three focus groups, each comprising four to six participants, were conducted for
data collection. The Scientific Support Department of the N.E.O. played a pivotal role in
compiling and analyzing the feedback from these discussions. This valuable input allowed the
N.E.O. to refine specific sections of the questionnaire, thereby ensuring a thorough and
detailed analysis.
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Conducting Pilot Surveys

The reliability, suitability, and validity of the questionnaire were rigorously assessed through
a pilot survey conducted between September and October 2024. This pilot survey involved
five representatives from diverse European countries, who contributed valuable qualitative
feedback on the usability, completeness, and measurability of the information sought related
to the specific topic. Additionally, they provided insights on the time required to complete the
guestionnaire. The data gathered during this pilot phase were thoroughly evaluated and
subsequently leveraged by the Scientific Support Department of the N.E.O. to enhance the
final version of the questionnaire, ensuring its comprehensive alignment with the intended
content.

Triangulation of the Research Process

The three main methods used for data collection and questionnaire design:

a. Studies conducted by the OECD and the Eurydice Network, along with N.E.O.’s studies,
b. Focus group discussions,
c. Pilot surveys.

These approaches facilitate triangulation as a methodological framework, enabling the
examination of the topic from three distinct perspectives. This complementary nature of the
methods highlights various dimensions of the research object. The concurrent application of
these methods yields a comprehensive and reliable representation of the research problem,
thereby enhancing the overall outcomes (Dzwigol, 2022).

Its unique and detailed design features a
methodological framework with three distinct axes, which together assess the dynamics of
access to higher education. This area is linked to various aspects of life and aims to highlight
current trends in education shaped by recent reforms and global advancements.

In summary, the questionnaire's comprehensive exploration of this topic, especially in light of
the rapid global developments, offers significant value both to academic research and to the
promotion of the common good in the field of education.
